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Paris du monde entier : Artistes étrangers a Paris 1900-2005. Exposition organisée par le Centre Pompidou
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Claude Monet : Lart de Monet et sa postérité
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This exhibition overviewed the artistic career of Claude Monet (1840-1926) through 97 pieces of his work loaned from worldwide collectors, in-
cluding Musée d'Orsay in Paris.

Known as leading Impressionist painter, Monet is also one of the most important artists linking early modern and contemporary art. The ex-
hibition showcased not only an overview of Monet’s art by presenting major works from his earliest to his later period, it also demonstrated his
very modern sensibility and the influence he exerted on ensuing artists by tracing the stylistic changes of his art and by comparing his work with
those of artists active today.

The exhibition consisted of 14 sections arranged in five chapters - Ch.1: Modernity (Modernity), Ch.2: Impression (Light, Tones, Colors),
Ch.3: Composition (Simplicity, Japonisme, Planar Composition, Reflection), Ch.4: Series (Rhythm, Form, Variation, Ephemeral), Ch.5: Water Lil-
ies and Garden (Brushwork, Synthesis). For each chapter, a total of 26 works by later artists who were inspired by Monet’s art were also exhib-
ited. In addition, a section portraying Japanese who visited Monet at his home in Giverny was included in the exhibition. This introduced rich cul-
tural exchanges between Japanese and Monet who favored Japanese objects and was influenced by Japanese art.
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Skin + Bones: Parallel Practices in Fashion and Architecture
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Following the Center’s policy to show not only works of conventional art forms such as painting and sculpture but also works in a wide range of
other art forms, the exhibition showed parallel practices in contemporary architecture and fashion, and explored their common characteristics.
Having originally mounted at the Museum of Contemporary Art (MOCA) in Los Angeles, the NACT developed the exhibition for the Japanese
audience. Some 250 works made by fashion designers and architects were shown, arranged in four categories.

Since the birth of humankind, architecture and fashion have shared the fundamental characteristic of protecting the human body as shelter.
At the same time both have served as an expression of people’s social, personal and cultural identity. Yet although they have these features in
common, because of differences in purpose, scale and materials, they have seldom been analyzed from the same point of view.

Since the 1980s, however, computers in particular as well as other technological innovations have enabled greater freedom of form, bringing
a change in the relationship between surface and structure. Fashion designers began to create intricate designs that were structural in character,
using textile. Architects on the other hand, were beginning to design structures in complex forms that had something in common with tailoring
techniques. Thus fashion and architecture drew dramatically closer and began to influence each other. By identifying in visual terms the common
characteristics of the two-examining what unites and divides the two fields from the standpoint of ideas, surface, structure, technique and other
aspects-this exhibition provided a fresh viewpoint on the theme of fashion and architecture, both of which are part of our everyday lives.
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The 100th Anniversary of NITTEN
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This exhibition provided an overview of the achievements of Japanese art of the early modern period by showing the actual works that have
been exhibited at major exhibitions in Japan. The earliest of these was the Bunten [Ministry of Education Fine Arts Exhibition] and it was fol-
lowed by the Teiten [Imperial Academy of Fine Arts Exhibition], the Shin [New]-Bunten, and after World War Il the Nitten [Japan Fine Arts Ex-
hibition]. The exhibition showed 174 representative works by 170 artists and craftsmen in various fields ranging from Nihonga [Japanese-style
painting] to Yoga [Western-style painting], sculpture, crafts, and calligraphy.

The exhibition was designed to highlight the pivotal role of this lineage of outstanding artists in early modern Japanese art over a period of
100 years beginning in the late Meiji era (1868-1912). It also aimed to show that the government-sponsored exhibitions were an important arena
of artistic activities during this period.

The exhibition was composed of four chapters in chronological order-1: Bunten; 2 : Teiten; 3: Shin-Bunten; 4 : Nitten. The different fields
-Nihonga, Yoga, sculpture, crafts, and calligraphy-were not strictly separated but positioned in such a way as to show their mutual relationships
and so facilitate understanding of the development of Japanese art through the 100 years.
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ANZAI : Personal Photo Archives 1970-2006
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Shigeo Anzai, an art-documentarist, who has been active in recording the contemporary art scene photographically in Tokyo and elsewhere
since 1970, was born in 1939 in Atsugi City, Kanagawa Prefecture.

One may observe that there are two sides to Anzai’s work: One is its artistic aspect, most obvious in series of portrait he has done of cele-
brated Japanese and foreign artists, and the other is the historical significance of his documentary photographs. The dual nature of his work
overlaps with the NACT’s activities. On the one hand, exhibiting a wide range of artworks; on the other, collecting and making available to the
public exhibition catalogs and other art-related materials. That is why the NACT chose Anzai as the subject for its first solo exhibition by a Japa-
nese artist.

The title of the show was chosen by Shigeo Anzai himself to express the essence of his photographs; it signifies “a record of contemporary
art photographed out of personal interest.”

In designing the show the NACT deliberately chose to install very few walls inside the exhibition space. The approximately 3,000 photo-
graphs chosen by the artist and the Center covered the four walls of what was essentially a vast “white cube.” The exhibition gallery treated as
Anzai’s photographic archive, functioning as a device for visitors to experience vicariously Japanese artistic expression as it developed through
nearly four decades. The documentary photographs were arranged chronologically from 1970 to 2006 on the surrounding walls, while a selection
of portraits, blown up, were mounted on some walls in the center. This arrangement reflected the two-track approach that characterizes Anzai’s
work. In the center of the exhibition space was placed a tower consisting of an acrylic case filled with a large number of negatives, symbolizing
the accumulation of work completed and time spent by Anzai in the course of nearly four decades of activity.

During the exhibition Anzai gave a series of talks and also held workshops for college students, speaking to a younger generation as an
eyewitness of the history of contemporary art, and passing on his experience and views on art.
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Milkmaid by Vermeer and Dutch Genre Painting : Masterworks from the Rijksmuseum Amsterdam
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This exhibition explored the evolution of Dutch genre painting depicting women from the seventeenth to nineteenth centuries through selected
pieces, including Johannes Vermeer's Milkmaid as a centerpiece, from the collection of the Rijksmuseum Amsterdam which is closing the major
part of the building for refurbishment at the time. The development of Dutch genre painting was introduced with 40 oil paintings, 9 drawings and
watercolors, and 51 prints. In addition, 16 beautiful examples of craftwork from the Rijksmuseum were shown, as well as 11 antique musical in-
struments from the collection of Ueno Gakuen Educational Foundation and a replica of seventeenth-century Dutch table from a private collection.
The exhibition illustrated the affluent lifestyle of the upper-class citizens who owned and enjoyed genre paintings.

This was the first occasion in Japan to present The Milkmaid, which is recognized as one of the masterpieces from Vermeers’s scant extant
oeuvre of some 30 works. The exhibition provided visitors with an opportunity to understand the social and cultural background of this painting,
its unique features, and the influence it exerted on later genre paintings.
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The 40th Anniversary of the Japanese Government Overseas Study Program for Artists provided by the Agency for Cultural Affairs:
Journey—Encounters and Dialogues with Foreign Cultures
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In 1967 Japan’s Agency for Cultural Affairs set up a scholarship program for young artists to study abroad, the Japanese Government Overseas
Study Program for Artists. The program was aimed at fostering the promising young artists who will lead the next generation in the Japanese art
scene. Commemorating the fortieth anniversary of the scholarships, this exhibition was conceived to show visitors the program’s achievements.

Many artists acquired new techniques and new knowledge through their overseas journeys. By enabling people to come into contact with
other cultures, journey also gives them an opportunity to re-examine their own culture and traditions. The exhibition was organized in the belief
that journey represents “Encounters and Dialogue with Foreign Cultures.” It was proposed that the works of artists who had participated in the
program would be exhibited to show the outcome their overseas studies. The exhibition thus showed works by 102 artists in the fields of Western
-style painting, Nihonga [Japanese-style painting], print making, and sculpture who endorsed this proposal and produced new works on the
theme of “Journey” specifically for the exhibition.
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YOKOYAMA TAIKAN Fifty Years On—A legend in the making
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This exhibition was a major retrospective commemorating the fiftieth anniversary of Yokoyama Taikan’s death. The show included Taikan’s most
important works. It showed the hand-scroll The Wheel of Life, an Important Cultural Property, opened to its full length of some 40 meters, from
the collection of the National Museum of Modern Art, Tokyo. Also shown was the series Ten Sea Themes and Ten Mountain Themes, including
Ten Mountain Themes: Dragon and Mt. Fuji from the Adachi Museum of Art, which had long been lost and whose rediscovery in 2002 after some
60 years received much media attention. Other works included Autumn Maples (also from the Adachi Museum of Art), and Cherry Blossoms at
Night (from the Okura Museum of Arts). In addition, some homecoming works by Taikan from the collection of the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston,
were shown. Visitors were able to look back at the oeuvre of this artist, which fully justifies his status as an icon of Japanese art even half a cen-
tury after his death. The Center intended that the exhibition would be in the nature of a monument and would serve as a point of departure for
future studies of Taikan. To this end, under the title “A Legend in the Making” the exhibition included a separate section of antique paintings with
strong connections to Taikan’s art, for comparison.

The Japan Media Arts Festival sponsored by the Agency for Cultural Affairs has been held annually since 1997; it was established in order to en-
courage the creation and development of media arts. The 2007 Japan Media Arts Festival, the eleventh in the series, showed prize-winning
works and works commended by the Adjudicating Committee. In addition, the exhibition area was constructed on the themes of “Fusion of Art
and Entertainment” and “Expression and Technological Evolution,” where visitors could get hands-on experience of media artworks by both Japa-
nese and foreign artists.
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Artist File 2008—The NACT Annual Show of Contemporary Art
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“Artist File” is an annual show of contemporary art, that introduces creative talents from Japan and abroad, who work in a wide rage of media.
This exhibition intends to portray the profile of art of our time. Without setting any particular themes, we have selected the following eight artists
for the first turn of this project : Elina Brotherus (Finland), Takefumi Ichikawa, Polixeni Papapetrou (Australia), Hiroe Saeki, Hiraki Sawa, Mio
Shirai, Masanori Sukenari, and Kei Takemura. They take a variety of artistic forms, including photography, drawing, video and installation, pre-
senting a diversity of ages, places of origin, and countries and regions of residence. Each artist was allocated his or her own independent exhibi-
tion space within the gallery, and this enabled visitors to appreciate each individual artist's work as if at a solo show.

In spite of the relatively short notice they were given, the eight artists set about putting their respective shows together with great enthusi-
asm. The exhibits, centered on new works in a range of media, made good use of the ample exhibition space and offered visitors a comprehen-
sive experience. The exhibition catalog similarly took the form of separate booklets contained in a folder. A booklet documenting the exhibition in-
cluding an installation view at the gallery was also provided. The show also strove to give visitors a chance to get an idea of the exhibiting artists’
personalities and thoughts by organizing events for each artist, either a talk or a workshop. Overall, this “Artist File” exhibition, as the first turn of
annual project, was able to establish the format of its various elements and to attract the public to its unique character. We believe that it suc-
ceded in transmitting to a wide range of visitors the richness, vitality and potentiality of continuously diversifying artistic expression of today.
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Modigliani et le Primitivisme
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This exhibition traced the fourteen-year artistic development of Amedeo Modigliani (1884-1920), focusing on his engagement with primitivism. It
consisted of 4 chapters, following the development of his style in chronological order. Chapter 1 showed his early work dating from immediately
after his arrival in Paris in 1906. Chapter 2 featured his paintings and drawings of Caryatids, which reflect the strong influence of African, Oceanic,
and other ethnic art. In chapter 3 were exhibited works of Modigliani’s transitional period, when he was painting portraits of real people. Finally
chapter 4 showed portraits from his mature period, when he established his own distinctive style.
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‘ Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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Since April 2007, artist associations engaged in nationwide activities have been holding exhibitions at the Center. In fiscal 2007, 69 such exhibi-
tions were held, visited by a total of 1,317,508 people. During the year, the Center refined its operating procedures and undertook improvements

in its equipment and facilities in order to facilitate the smooth running of its activities.
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‘ Education and Public Programs
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The Center implemented various initiatives to support and enhance visitors’ appreciation of art, including lectures on relevant topics during exhi-
bitions and the production and provision of free art guides. Through workshops and other cultural events, the Center provided diverse audience
with opportunities to enjoy and learn about art. In addition, the Center's program to promote understanding of its activities and cultivate human
resources gave interns and student volunteers an opportunity to gain work experience within the NACT’s organization.

‘ Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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During fiscal 2007, the NACT website (http://www.nact.jp/) not only provided general information on the Center’s activities to the public both domestically
and internationally, but also offered gateway to “Art Commons”, an online database of information related to art exhibitions throughout Japan.

In terms of collection development, the NACT continually engaged in building a comprehensive collection of exhibition catalogs produced in
Japan, as well as other publications in the field of art, with particular emphasis on modern and contemporary visual art, design, and architecture.
The Center received donations of materials such as exhibition catalogs, monographs, and periodicals from pertinent institutions and individuals
nationwide, including the Japan Foundation and the Australian Embassy, to name a notable few. All of the aforementioned resources are accessi-
ble to the general public at the Center’s Art Library. Rare, fragile, or vulnerable materials such as pre-1970 Japanese exhibition-related publica-
tions, academic journal, annual bulletins, may now be consulted by appointment at the staff-supervised reading room set up on the ground floor
of the Annex building. Meanwhile, NACT publications since its opening were distributed to about 350 domestic and 50 international museums,
university libraries, and other relevant organizations.

With regard to the Japan Art Catalog Project (JAC Project), taken over from the Japan Association for Cultural Exchange (ACE Japan),
NACT kept collecting exhibition catalogs from domestic art institutions and sending them to the designated depository libraries in 4 international
locations. The original intention of the project was to provide international art communities with the accessibility to research activities in Japan
through exhibition-related publications, but it generated “JAC Il Project”, through which the Center receives donations of foreign published cata-
logs of Japanese art exhibitions.

The NACT website (http://www.nact.jp/) was redesigned and relaunched on January 21, 2008, the Center’s first anniversary. The Center is now
providing the general information on its website in five language of Chinese, Korean, French, Spanish, and German pages in addition to English.
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The NACT kept the media informed about its scheduled exhibitions, events, and other activities, as well as information on opening hours.

During fiscal 2007 we publicized our activities to a broader public in various ways. In addition to dealing with requests from journalists, send-
ing out press releases, and holding press conferences, the Center participated in the event in collaboration with radio network, promoted exhibi-
tions in bookshops, and collaborated with “Japan Fashion Week in TOKYO”.
