This exhibition introduced 83 paintings from the collection of the National Gallery of Art, Washington primarily in the impressionist and post-
impressionist genres, which are particularly popular in Japan. Most of the paintings in the exhibition were being shown in Japan for the first time.
The exhibition featured representative works by 23 artists, carefully selected to illustrate the development of pre-impressionist, impressionist, and
post-impressionist art, including Manet, Monet, Degas, Renoir, Cassatt, Seurat, Gauguin, Van Gogh, and Cézanne. The exhibition was divided into
four sections: 1. Until the Advent of Impressionism, 2. Impressionism, 3. Impressionism on Paper, and 4. From Post-Impressionism.

A previous exhibition of paintings from the National Gallery of Art, Washington of a similar scale (85 artworks in total) was held in Tokyo and Kyoto
in 1999, but that earlier exhibition was more mixed, including paintings by Old Masters such as Vermeer, El Greco, and Titian. In contrast, the
present exhibition was more narrowly focused on paintings from the pre-impressionist through post-impressionist period. Moreover, the overall
quality of the artworks was higher, and the exhibition featured more works that had never been shown in this country before. Another thing that
distinguished this exhibition from its predecessor was the effort made to inform visitors about the history of the National Gallery of Art, Washington
and the background to its collection of impressionist and post-impressionists, subjects that had been given only cursory treatment in the previous
exhibition.

The inclusion of works on paper by impressionist and post-impressionist artists added breadth and depth to the exhibition. These works, which
many of the impressionists and post-impressionists regarded as of equal value with paintings on canvas, were collected in Part 3 of the exhibition
under the title “Impressionism on Paper.” A special viewing space modeled on the National Gallery of Art, Washington was created to give visitors
the sense that they were looking at the paintings in their normal setting. The exhibition catalogue provides an account of the National Gallery of Art,
Washington collection itself, rather than just offering a simple outline of the impressionist and post-impressionist movements.

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To See as Artists See: American Art from the Phillips Collection
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In addition to its famous collection of European modern painting, the Phillips Collection, located in Washington, D,C. is well known for its support for
American modern art, having actively acquired works by contemporary American artists since its inception in 1921. This exhibition presented works
from the Phillips Collection to trace the course of American modern art, from the first stirrings of a distinctive national identity despite the continuing
influence of Europe, to its emergence as a major influence on mainstream international art in the years after World War Il. The exhibition was
organized into ten sections: 1. Romanticism and Realism, 2. Impressionism, 3. Forces in Nature, 4. Nature and Abstraction, 5. Modern Life, 6. The
City, 7. Memory and Identity, 8. Legacy of Cubism, 9. Transitions to Abstract Expressionism, and 10. Abstract Expressionism. The exhibition
comprised 110 works (109 paintings and 1 sculpture) by 78 artists, ranging from the dawn of modernism in the second half of the nineteenth
century, through the age of American modernism as represented by the work of Georgia O’Keeffe and Edward Hopper, to the heyday of abstract
expressionist artists like Jackson Pollock and Mark Rothko. Japanese art lovers have had few opportunities to enjoy exhibitions of American modern
art, particularly American art from the late nineteenth to the early twentieth century. This exhibition therefore provided a valuable opportunity for
museum goers in Japan to experience the full diversity of American modern art and to get a sense of its historical development, nurtured by the
search for an independent American aesthetic that has reflected America’s distinctive nature and history.

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Run by the Japanese Agency for Cultural Affairs since 1967, the Program of Overseas Study for Upcoming Artists gives young artists the
opportunity to study abroad under specialists in their field, providing valuable support to the individuals who will build the foundations of the future
Japanese art world.

Since 1998, the “DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” exhibition has been held to publicize the work of artists supported by the program. This was the
thirteenth time the exhibition has been held, and the fourth year it has been held at the National Art Center, Tokyo. The exhibition presented the work
of 8 artists working today selected from a wide variety of artistic genres. Additionally, in a special exhibit to mark 45 years since the program was
launched, 54 graduates of the program exhibited their work, to present the benefits these artists have acquired from their studies overseas.
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NODA Hiroji 1981-2011
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Born in Gobo in Wakayama Prefecture in 1952, Noda Hiroji is an artist whose talent was recognized from an early age. In 1977, just one year after
graduating from the Tama Art University, he had a solo show at the Minami gallery, an important pioneering gallery specializing in Japanese
contemporary art. In the early 1980s, Noda took stock of his career to date and began to experiment with a number of new approaches in an
attempt to unlock new possibilities for painting.

His search for the essence of painting began with box-shaped forms that were in effect a kind of relief. These works continued to appear into the
mid-1980s, when Noda developed a distinctive style of painting in which the supporting medium was covered with a sack-like fabric. In the 1990s,
he added further complexity by sewing canvases together or attaching fabrics and folding them back to create a layered painting surface. These
pieces were much sought after by museums.

Around the turn of the millennium, Noda switched to a more partial use of fabric incorporated only into a small part of the painting surface. A
diverse range of paintings resulted, featuring a close relationship between the cut-out sections and the designs created by the artist's hand. In solo
exhibitions during this period, Noda produced ambitious, monumental works by bringing together several pictures with a common theme or
combining several canvases into a single work. Noda's passionate and tireless work during this period was recognized when he won the 51
Education Minister's Art Encouragement Prize for New Artists in 2001.

Noda Hiroji has always been active in displaying new work, but until now there have been few opportunities to view his work in its entirety from his
early period to the present day. An exhibition held at the Museum of Modern Art, Wakayama in 1995 provided a survey of the first half of the artist's
career, but 15 years have passed since then. This first major retrospective of the artist's work to be held in Tokyo featured 140 of the artist's works
from throughout his 30-year career, stretching back to his debut in 1981. The exhibition aimed to remind visitors of how the artist's sophisticated
ideas on form have developed over the years and how he has used these ideas in his work. As well as tracing the career of an outstanding artist, the
exhibition also provided an ideal opportunity to consider possible directions for the future of painting.
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2011 [15th] Japan Media Arts Festival
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The purpose of Japan Media Arts Festival is to contribute to the improvement of Japanese culture by recognizing works of excellence in Media Arts
and by providing an opportunity to view these works, thereby fostering the creation and the development of the media arts. The festival contributes
to achieving these objectives by staging an exhibition of Award Winning Works and Jury Recommended Works by Japanese and international artists
that allowed visitors to experience at first hand the fusion of art and entertainment and the evolution of expression and technology.
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‘ Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The museum provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and other events. In fiscal 2011, 69 such
exhibition were held at NACT, attracting a total of 1,253,764 visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (March 29, 2011 to April 2, 2012). Of these,
1,239,739 people visited between April 2011 and March 2012.

Building on our experiences from the previous fiscal year, we worked to improve the management of the equipment and facilities provided.
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‘ Education and Public Programs
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To help people get the most out of their visit, we held lectures, artist talks, other events to coincide with our exhibitions, and distributed a series of
free guidebooks. We also organized events such as workshops and symposiums to encourage appreciation of art among the wider public, including
a number of education program for children and adults. We continued to accept interns and student volunteers as part of our efforts to increase the
understanding of the NACT’s activities and develop human resources.
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‘ Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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Along with using our website to provide basic information about NACT to visitors from Japan and overseas, we gathered details of exhibitions
throughout the country and made it available to the public via the Art Commons search system installed on the website and via posters and
pamphlets at the museum.

We worked to assemble a comprehensive catalog of reference materials relating to exhibitions held throughout Japan, and collected books on
modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and the media arts. A large number of the catalogs in our collection were
received through donations from sponsoring institutions, museums throughout Japan, and private individuals. These materials are made available
to the public in the third-floor Art Library and in a special reading corner on the first floor of the museum annex. We also sent copies of our own
catalogs and other printed materials to around 400 locations in Japan and 100 overseas, including museums, university libraries, and other related
facilities.

The Japan Art Catalog (JAC) Project involves sending catalogs of Japanese art exhibitions to libraries at four institutions overseas specializing in
Japanese art. We continued our work to encourage the use of these materials in the West. As part of the JAC |l Project, recipient institutions
reciprocated by donating catalogs from overseas Japanese art exhibitions.

In December we held a symposium with guest lecturers on the subject of art exhibition catalogs. And in January we organized a special exhibition
of materials from our collection to mark the museum's fifth anniversary, continuing to develop our survey and research work on art-related
materials.

The purpose of the NACT website is to communicate information about our various activities via a user-friendly page design. The website was also
used to provide information on temporary closures of the museum in the aftermath of the Great East Japan Earthquake Disaster in March 2011.

In November 2011, the museum debuted on Facebook, with the Facebook page (http://www.facebook.com/nact.jp, Japanese only). This site is updated
on an ad hoc basis with notices regarding the museum's fifth anniversary and information about the latest additions to the Art Commons database.

Since December 2009, we have provided regular updates from the museum via an email subscription service, allowing visitors to keep track of our
activities at their convenience via their mobile phones. The service is generally updated once a month. We also used the service to provide
information after last year's earthquake disaster, keeping visitors up to date on temporary museum closures and other developments. The email
service has around 2,300 subscribers.

We worked to publicize the exhibition events among a wide range of media outlets. In addition to our regular activities, in fiscal 2011 we received
media coverages about schedule changes made in line with the nationwide efforts to conserve electricity following the March 11 earthquake and
nuclear disaster, and about the museum's appointment of a new director. January 21, 2012 (Sat.) marked the museum's fifth anniversary, and
various events were held to mark the occasion. We also solicited media coverage by issuing regular press releases and encouraging to attract media
reports, and used Twitter as a tool for conveying information.

At the independently produced exhibitions held at the museum, we adopted new approaches to reach a wider audience. These included special-
purpose publicity websites and the producing and distributing of PR leaflets.
