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Summary of Operations April 2018- March2019

The National Art Center, Tokyo is a relatively new art museum which opened in 2007 and is now in its 12th year. It does
not have a permanent collection, but stages a wide range of exhibitions utilizing one of the largest exhibition spaces
in Japan; collects, discloses and provides art-related materials and information; and implements education and public
programs geared toward a wide range of ages and needs, aiming to serve as an art center for Tokyo residents and
visitors.

In the 2018 fiscal year, approximately 2.61 million people attended exhibitions (special exhibitions and public exhibitions
organized by artist associations) at the National Art Center, Tokyo.

@Exhibitions in FY2018

This fiscal year the Center served as the venue for exhibitions organized by 75 artist associations active on a nationwide
scale, taking place over 25 sessions, with a total of 1.21 million attendees. Public exhibitions such as the Nitten (Japan
Fine Arts Exhibition) have made and continue to make enormous contributions to the development of art in Japan, and
serving as their venue was a prime motivation for establishment of the National Art Center, Tokyo. This fiscal year,
exhibitions of work by artist associations around the country, in which professional and amateur artists alike are united
by the creation of art, were richly varied in content and drew large numbers of viewers. Such public exhibitions are a
phenomenon without parallel anywhere in the world, and are cultural events of the most crucial importance.

Among the exhibitions organized by the Center was Koinobori Now! Installation by Reiko Sudo, Adrien Gardere and Seii-
chi Saito, an extraordinary collaboration between the internationally eminent textile designer Reiko Sudo, the globally
active art museum exhibition designer Adrien Gardere, and Seiichi Saito, a noted member of Rhizomatiks. This was the
first exhibition organized by the National Art Center, Tokyo for which admission was free, helping to attract a broader
demographic, and not only offering visitors an opportunity to view beautiful textiles, but also incorporating movement
and music and operating a workshop area for learning and enjoyment. There were numerous large cushions on the floor
to create a relaxing viewing environment, and the event was unlike any we have ever staged. Also, in Leiko lkemura
Our Planet - Earth & Stars, a group of 16 separate installations traced the creative arc of lkemura, who has been active
in Europe for 40 years. By selecting an artist who works in traditional media such as painting, sculpture, and drawing
and has the power to deliver the primal human experience of seeing and feeling in a manner that appeals to a wide
audience, we succeeded in presenting a highly successful and widely acclaimed exhibition.

All of the exhibitions co-organized with other organizations were great successes as well. Impressionist Masterpieces
from the E.G. Buehrle Collection, Zurich (Switzerland) presented 64 works, primarily Impressionist and Post-Impressionist
paintings, selected from the Foundation E.G. Buehrle Collection in Switzerland, in an artfully curated exhibition of works
from a spectacular collection that earned a highly positive response.

The Art of Portraiture in the Louvre Collections was made up of works selected from all eight departments of the Louvre,
produced in different regions and times, from an ancient Egyptian mask used to decorate a coffin to 19"-century French
paintings, sculptures, and decorative arts, united by the theme of the portrait. Across this vast area encompassing
the Middle East and Europe, and over the long arc of history from ancient times to the 19th century, what has been
the social role of portraits, and what are the expressive characteristics of the art form? This exhibition explored these
questions compellingly in a manner broadly accessible to the general public.

The 21st Japan Media Arts Festival Exhibition of Award-winning Works received 4,192 entries from 98 countries
and regions in its four divisions: Art, Entertainment, Animation and Manga. The Exhibition of Award-winning Works
featured selected works in a wide range of styles, genres and modes of expression, as well as presenting the lifetime
accomplishments of Special Achievement Award winners.

Being with her, an exhibition organized in partnership with the venerable French fashion brand Hermeés, also highly
popular in Japan, aimed to explore the concept of the “modern woman” in contemporary society, and featured an
experimental installation in which viewers experienced and participated in a theatrical work on the theme of cinema.
There were multiple scenes, each carefully constructed like parts of a film and each deploying trained actors throughout,
achieving a high degree of refinement.

HIROHIKO ARAKI JOJO EXHIBITION: RIPPLES OF ADVENTURE marked the 30" anniversary of the manga series JO-
JO’S BIZARRE ADVENTURE, featuring approximately 200 original black-and-white and color drawings in the largest-
ever show of Araki’s work, aiming to convey the power of the long-running and wildly popular series and the unique
possibilities and appeal of JOJO, which stands out from other manga thanks to collaborations with artists of other
genres including contemporary art, fashion, and the moving image. Also, during this innovative exhibition related events
were held at businesses and facilities around Roppongi, and the entire district was temporarily taken over by JOJO,
creating a multi-dimensional structure enabling visitors to tour all of Roppongi as well as the Center itself.

Pierre Bonnard, The Never-Ending Summer was a retrospective of the work of Pierre Bonnard, who began working in
France in the late nineteenth century as a member of the Les Nabis group. Drawing largely on the extensive Bonnard
collection of the Musée d’Orsay and others, the exhibition thoroughly covered Bonnard’s career from his debut to the
final years, tracing the fascinating evolution of his work over the course of his life.

Higashiyama Kaii Retrospective 1908-1999 was a retrospective marking 110 years since the birth of the nationally
renowned Japanese painter, and thanks to conservation work by the Nagano Prefectural Shinano Art Museum and the



restoration of Toshodaiji Miei-do Hall, it was possible to present Higashiyama’s greatest works all at once. The 68 works
included a reproduction of the monumental Toshodaiji Miei-do Murals, recognized as the culmination of Higashiyama’s
career, which delivered the virtual experience of being in the Miei-do Hall and was a huge success with the public. It is
valid to say that this groundbreaking exhibition would only be possible at the Center, which contains a 2,000-square-meter
exhibition space with eight-meter ceilings.

The “DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” Exhibition Showcasing Participants from the Agency for Cultural Affairs Program
of Overseas Study for Upcoming Artists was held, marking the 21% edition of this ongoing series.

2019 Turkish Culture Year: The Treasures and the Tradition of “Lale” in the Ottoman Empire brought together many
precious treasures of decorative art from the Ottoman Empire. This exhibition was an opportunity to look back on the
long history of friendly relations between Japan and Turkey, and was highly significant for this reason as well.

Of particular note this fiscal year was the organization of an exhibition overseas. At La Villette, Paris, France, The Na-
tional Art Center, Tokyo International Exhibition: Japonismes 2018 Official Program MANGASTOKYO was held, with a
large number of Japanese manga, anima, and game-related items shown in relation to the culture of Tokyo. Not only
fans of Japanese manga and anime but also a diverse audience, from children to the elderly, visited and were thrilled by
the exhibition. On entering the dynamic 3,500-square-meter venue they first encountered a huge scale model of Tokyo
and a large-screen display, and both in scale and character it was an truly remarkable and epoch-making Japan-related
exhibition that astounded the people of Paris. The show won numerous accolades, and the director of La Villette has
requested that it be held again.

@Education and Public Programs

The Center’s education and public programs, such as lectures and gallery talks, aimed to provide diverse audiences
with a deeper understanding of exhibitions’ contents on an ongoing basis. In two exhibition galleries, free viewing guides
for children were distributed.

We organized events such as workshops to encourage appreciation of art among the wider public, including a number of
education programs for children and adults. There is always a large volume of applications for our Architectural Tours,
and this year we held them twice, in spring and winter, to enable more people to participate. During Roppongi Art Night
in May a nocturnal tour was offered, and the chance to see the Center at night was enthusiastically welcomed. Also,
in the tour in December, the course design incorporated currently closed exhibition rooms, and the behind-the-scenes
functions of a museum were shown to participants in an easily understandable manner.

At the symposium “Changing the Museum: Its Role and Development,” a keynote lecture described reforms and
innovations instituted by two prominent museum directors in Western countries, and Japanese experts discussed how
museums should evolve in the future.

@ Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services

The National Art Center, Tokyo continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art exhibition catalogues,
as well as publications on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, and these
materials were made available to the public in the Art Library and in the Art Library Annex.

During fiscal 2018 the Center also actively continued its art exhibition catalogue-exchange program.

The Center also continued its efforts to improve access from Europe and North America to materials on Japanese art
through the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which donates catalogues of Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas
institutions devoted to the study of Japanese art, and endeavors were made to promote the use of art materials related
to Japan in the West. In addition, approximately 2,600 Japanese exhibition catalogues were donated to the US Getty
Research Institute this year.

We continued from last year with a project to digitize a portion of the documents in our possession, creating digital files
of items.

@ Other

This year, again, we were able to secure corporate support and sponsorship for our operations.

We also published the fifth issue of NACT Review: Bulletin of the National Art Center, Tokyo, the research bulletin we
established in FY2014.

Concerts staged in the lobby of the Center draw large numbers of visitors and are greatly appreciated by music fans. In
FY2018, we also presented concerts in the third-floor auditorium.

We have been enhancing our website and social media presence throughout the year so that the diverse activities of
The National Art Center, Tokyo and the public spaces and services of the facility will be communicated directly and
intuitively to users.

This exhibition was an extraordinary collaboration between the internationally eminent textile designer Reiko Sudo; the globally active art
museum exhibition designer Adrien Gardere; and Seiichi Saito, a noted member of Rhizomatiks. The work almost entirely occupied Exhibition
Room 2E (2,000 square meters, with eight-meter ceilings), featuring more than 300 fabric carp streamers designed by Sudo and dynamically
laid out by Gardére. Saito skillfully created subtle effects by applying light and air currents to a ceiling draped with extremely lightweight
fabric, and there was a pleasing soundscape provided by Softpad. About 70 large cushions were arranged on the floor, and the environment
designed to enable people to relax and enjoy viewing was very well received. In the rear of the venue was a hands-on experience corner
featuring kits for making small carp streamers using textiles with the same patterns as Sudo’s carp streamers, a display of more than 300
types of fabric which people could learn about by touching, and a video of the textile production process, and this area bustled with many
families, especially on weekends and during the Golden Week holidays at the end of April and beginning of May. In addition to these
appealing features, admission was free, helping to attract those who do not usually visit museums. New endeavors to integrate an exhibition
with education and public programs made this an exciting precedent for future exhibition activities.

This exhibition, made up of 112 outstanding works selected from eight departments of the Louvre (Near Eastern Antiquities, Egyptian
Antiquities, Greek, Etruscan, and Roman Antiquities, Paintings, Prints and Drawings, Sculptures, Decorative Arts, and Islamic Art), shed light
on the social role of portraits and expressive characteristics of the art form.

A major feature of the exhibition’s structure was the organization of a wide variety of portraits produced in different regions and times, from
a mask used to decorate an Egyptian coffin in the third millennium BC to 19"-century French paintings, sculptures, and crafts, into three
sections with clearly defined themes: 1. The Portrait - Souvenir, 2. Faces of Power, and 3. Codes and Modes. Thus, the exhibition was able
to introduce in an easily understandable manner the roles portraits have been expected to play and how they developed artistically in line
with those roles over many centuries from ancient times to the 19" century. Also, in “2. Faces of Power,” a small area displaying five works,
including painting, sculpture, and crafts, depicting Emperor Napoleon of France compellingly illustrated how a powerful figure was represented
in various stages of his life, and was quite popular with viewers.

The 21st Japan Media Arts Festival Exhibition of Award-winning Works
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The Japan Media Arts Festival is a comprehensive festival of Media Arts (Japanese: Media Geijutsu) that honors outstanding works from
a diverse range of media - from animation and comics to media art and games. The festival gives awards in each of its four divisions: Art,
Entertainment, Animation, and Manga. It also provides a platform for appreciation of the Award-winning and other notable works. The 21st
Festival received 4,192 entries from 98 countries and regions in its four divisions: Art, Entertainment, Animation and Manga. The Exhibition
of Award-winning Works will present selected works featuring a wide range of styles, genres and forms of expression, as well as materials
documenting the lifetime accomplishments of Special Achievement Award winners. The festival program will also include symposia, artists’
talks, workshops and other related events. Gathering diverse artists and creators from Japan and abroad, the twelve days of the festival will
offer a precious opportunity to experience works representing the most contemporary trends in Media Arts.
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HxeE,
Being with her
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This exhibition held in partnership with Hermés aimed to explore the concept of the “modern woman” in contemporary society, and featured
an experimental installation in which viewers experienced and participated in a theatrical work on the theme of cinema.

The story began with a writer (the viewer) who was pursuing HER, an actress (and the “modern woman” of the exhibition’s concept), and
searched by meeting people who know HER and listening to their stories. There were seven scenes: 1. Introduction (viewing a film in a movie
theater), 2. Encountering HER friend at a cafe, 3. Meeting HER boyfriend at a loft, 4. Listening to a story at a florist frequented by HER, 5.
Vicariously recalling memories with HER at the beach, 6. A party with friends in an attic, and 7. HER apartment. Actors were deployed for every
scene, and there was direct interaction between actors and visitors to collect clues about HER and reveal her way of life and value system.
Rather than the usual paradigm of a work of art communicating a message, this exhibition adopted a new and experimental approach based on
interactive communication, with the theme of a formless “image of a woman” and audience participation was an essential component. Each scene
was constructed like part of a film, and trained actors were always placed in each scene, giving it a high degree of refinement. This kind of project,
which could not be staged by the museum alone in terms of budget and personnel, was only possible because it was jointly organized with Hermeés.
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RARZEEER JOJO BROKM
HIROHIKO ARAKI JOJO EXHIBITION: RIPPLES OF ADVENTURE
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This exhibition marked the 30" anniversary of the manga series JOJO'S BIZARRE ADVENTURE, first serialized in 1987. The manga artist Hirohiko
Araki debuted in Weekly Shonen Jump magazine in 1981 with Poker Under Arms, and soon drew acclaim as a unique new presence with his
distinctive storylines and deployment of dialogue and onomatopoeia. JOJO is a spectacularly popular series of which a cumulative total of more
than 100 million copies have been published, and Araki has expanded beyond the conventional scope of the medium, collaborating with Gucci
and producing an original manga work commissioned by the Louvre. Thus far, exhibitions featuring the JOJO series have presented works in
chronological order, and this time it was decided to make the show thematic instead, classifying works according to four of the series’s prominent
themes, and featuring collaborations with artists of other genres, thereby revealing new possibilities in the field of manga. Thanks to the 30-year
span of serialization JOJO enjoys a broad fan base ranging from teens to those in their 50s, and the organizers aimed to create content that allows
each generation to enjoy their favorite aspects of JOJO while encountering new ones. In addition, during the exhibition related events were held
at businesses and facilities around Roppongi, and the entire district was given a distinct JOJO atmosphere, creating a multi-dimensional structure
enabling visitors to tour all of Roppongi as well as NACT itself. For this event and other achievements, Hirohiko Araki won The Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology’s Art Encouragement Prize in the Media Arts at the fiscal 2018 (69") Art Encouragement Prize.
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Pierre Bonnard, The Never-Ending Summer
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This was a retrospective of the work of Pierre Bonnard (1867-1947), an artist who began working in France in the late nineteenth century as
a member of Les Nabis, a group of artists active in fin de siecle Paris. It was composed of 132 works from collections in Japan and abroad,
most notably the extensive Bonnard collection of the Musée d’Orsay. Through works from many genres—paintings, sketches, prints, and
photographs—the show explored all sides of the artist’'s multifarious charm of the artist in seven sections: 1. The Very Japonard Nabi, 2.
Nabi-Period Graphic Art, 3. Snapshots, 4. Modern Naiads, 5. Interiors and Still Lifes: “The Work of Art, Suspending Time,” 6. Normandy and
Other Landscapes, and 7. The Never-Ending Summer. These sections, divided according to theme and technique, covered Bonnard’s career
from his debut to the final years. The sections were roughly but not rigidly arranged in chronological order, making it possible to trace the
evolution of Bonnard’s work over the course of his life.
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EF10E RILERE
Higashiyama Kaii Retrospective 1908-1999
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This was the first large-scale retrospective in Tokyo in a decade showcasing the career of Higashiyama Kaii, with a total of 68 works that traced
the entire course of his long career. It consisted of six sections, featuring well-known early paintings such as Road and works produced in
Scandinavia, Kyoto, Germany, and Austria. A centerpiece of this exhibition was a reproduction of the monumental Toshodaiji Miei-do Murals,
recognized as the culmination of Higashiyama’s career. This work took 10 years from conception to completion as Higashiyama traveled all
over Japan and as far as China in search of subject matter suitable for the hall, which enshrines a statue of the temple’s founder, the Chinese
Buddhist monk Jianzhen. This late masterpiece was reproduced in the museum’s exhibition space with the same layout as the actual Miei-do
Hall. The exhibition was an opportunity to rediscover the appeal, which still feels contemporary today, of the nationally renowned painter, through
works including Landscape with a White Horse, originally executed during the planning stages of a sliding-door painting.
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KREEHEIEMKSD 21st DOMANI-BHRE EFInEZMsESTHEHEDRR
21st “DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” Exhibition
Showcasing Participants from the Agency for Cultural Affairs Program of Overseas Study for Upcoming Artists
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For more than half a century since 1967, the Agency for Cultural Affairs Program of Overseas Study for Upcoming Artists (formerly the
Overseas Study Program for Artists) has been helping young artists attend training at organizations abroad in order to foster the talent that
will support the future of the arts in Japan. Marking its 21st edition this year, the “Domani: The Art of Tomorrow” exhibition started in 1998 as
a way to publicly showcase the work of participants from the visual arts field of the program. The large-scale group show, held in the unique
exhibition spaces with high ceilings inside the National Art Center, Tokyo aims to present artists the program sent abroad to the Japanese art
scene.

Subtitled “End of the Heisei Period,” the 21st “Domani” exhibition showcases examples of exciting talent who have completed the study
program in recent years and whose artworks are suitable for the Center’s spacious exhibition spaces. As the last “Domani” exhibition of the
Heisei period due to the planned abdication of the current emperor in 2019, it features nine artists who were born in the Showa 50s (1970s)
and started their careers in the Heisei period (from 1989) . Their work exhibited together here is the result of a transnational process of
shuttling back and forth, both physically and culturally, between Japan and the outside world. In addition, the exhibition includes examples
of the work of Natsunosuke Mise, who stayed in Florence, ltaly, as a previous participant in the program, selected from the contemporary art
collection of the Agency for Cultural Affairs.
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Leiko lkemura Our Planet - Earth & Stars
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Leiko lkemura went to Spain in the 1970s, then to Switzerland, then since the early 1980s has been active in Germany. lkemura works in a wide
range of media to address the unique artistic task she has set for herself, of expressing infinite possibilities not yet clearly visible but latent
beneath the surface of reality. Through approximately 200 works, including painting, sculpture, drawing, watercolor, prints, and photography,
this exhibition traced the arc of lkemura’s creative career thus far. The show was both a retrospective, bringing together lkemura’s works from
the earliest years to today, and a group of 16 separate installations, each with characteristic themes and media that show the trajectory of
lkemura’s long-term, consistent concerns. It made full and versatile use of the exhibition space, with an innovative structure that freely divided
a 2,000-square-meter exhibition space into a number large and small spaces, positioned some works so they could be seen from far away,
and exhibited a sculpture over three meters high in the outdoor exhibition space, earning a highly positive response.

The exhibition was organized in close cooperation with Kunstmuseum Basel, to which it also traveled. The fact that lkemura was first
recognized for her drawings in Switzerland has not been widely acknowledged thus far, and in this sense, it was highly meaningful to be able
to present drawings from the Kunstmuseum Basel collection.
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2019 Turkish Culture Year
The Treasures and the Tradition of “Lale” in the Ottoman Empire
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Turkey, as a major bridge between East and West, has incorporated and integrated many cultures, leading to the creation of works of peerless
beauty. This exhibition of precious items from the collection of Istanbul’s Topkapi Palace Museum included many decorative and art-craft
objects adorned with patterns of flowers, particularly tulips, conveying their enormous influence on the culture and aesthetics of the Ottoman
Empire, and setting this exhibition apart from conventional exhibitions of treasures.

Among items that illustrate national-level relations between the Ottoman Empire and Japan starting in the Meiji Era (1868-1912) are those
related to the ship Ertugrul, which sailed from Turkey and sank off the coast of Wakayama Prefecture (near Oshima). Torajiro Yamada, who
delivered charitable donations to the bereaved families in Turkey, also brought Japanese arts and crafts overseas, and with the cooperation of
the Japanese Museum of the Imperial Collections (Sannomaru Shozokan), some of these items were brought back to Japan for the first time
and illustrate the history of friendship between the Japanese and Turkish governments and private sectors. This exhibition was organized in
the hope that these 175 works, most of which came to Japan for the first time, would provide an opportunity to gain a deeper understanding of
Turkish and Ottoman Empire history, culture and art-loving national character, expand the range of interactions between Turkey and Japan,
two countries located at the eastern and western edges of Asia, and foster greater friendship between them.

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With the themes of “characters” and “the city,” this exhibition explored portrayals of Tokyo as a setting in Japanese manga, anime, games,
and special effects, from Godzilla (1954) to Your Name (2016). The reciprocal relationship between the unique history and development of
characters in Japan and the megacity of Tokyo was explored through about 90 titles, with precious original drawings, images, maguettes and
so forth that elucidated the genesis of new urban memories and realities. The exhibition featured a three-dimensional panorama comprising a
1/1000 scale model of Tokyo.
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Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The National Art Center, Tokyo provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and other
events. In fiscal 2018, 75 such exhibition were held at the NACT, attracting a total of 1,208,258 visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (April 4,
2018 to April 1, 2019). Building on our experiences from the previous fiscal year, we worked to improve the management of the equipment and

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Educahon and Public Programs

To help people get the most out of their visit, during fiscal 2018 we held lectures, artist talks, other events to coincide with our exhibitions,
and produced and distributed free viewing guides for children for the exhibitions The Art of Portraiture in the Louvre Collections and Pierre
Bonnard, The Never-Ending Summer. As in the previous fiscal year, we held architectural tours for the general public to introduce the features
and functions of the NACT’s architecture and a Kids’ Summer Vacation Architectural Tour for elementary school students, both of which
were quite favorably received. Also, as last year, we implemented Tuesday at the NACT, in which a special exhibition gallery was opened to
students from nearby schools on the Center’s regular closing day, with the goal of contributing to the community and expanding children’s
art viewing opportunities. During this term, we continued to accept interns and student volunteers as part of our efforts to increase the
understanding of the NACT’s activities and develop human resources.
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Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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In terms of art-related materials, The National Art Center, Tokyo continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art
exhibition catalogues, as well as publications on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, with
particular emphasis placed on securing missing issues of serials and catalogues of exhibitions held periodically, including public exhibitions.
Acquisitions of art exhibition catalogues were generously supported by donated materials from pertinent organizations, museums throughout
Japan, and individuals. These materials were made available to the public in the Art Library on the third floor of the Main Building, and in the
Art Library Annex on the first floor of the Annex.

During fiscal 2018 The Center continued its art exhibition catalogue-exchange program, sending copies of its catalogues and other printed
materials to around 400 facilities in Japan and 100 facilities overseas, including museums, and university libraries. The Center also continued
its efforts to improve access from Europe and North America to materials on Japanese art through the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which
donates catalogues of Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas institutions devoted to the study of Japanese art. In addition the Center
donated Japanese exhibition catalogues and other materials to the Getty Research Institute and elsewhere, aiming to promote the utilization
of Japan-related art materials overseas. The Center continued to work on a project to digitize a portion of the documents in its possession,
creating digital files of items (total number of items: 1,180 photographs [6,017 images], and 84 books and magazines [485 images] in fragile
condition.)

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The official NACT website (https://www.nact.jp) continues to serve as a user-friendly source of information on the Center’s wide-ranging
programs. In fiscal 2015, the NACT website was updated and designed to facilitate access from smart phones and other handheld devices.The
Center proactively seeks external funding to sustain various programs, and since 2015 the logos of companies that support the Center andits
programs have been introduced on the NACT website.

In addition to the permanent website and special exhibition websites, NACT is keeping pace with recent trends in Internet use by making
the most of social media and other online services. To create a deeper familiarity between the NACT’s Twitter, Facebook, and Instagram
accounts’ followers and the NACT, we have been constantly posting information about exhibitions, recommended spots in the NACT, and
more on the NACT’s SNS accounts. The number of followers for each account has steadily increased. As of April 2019, Twitter (account
opened in 2011) exceeded 240,000 followers, Facebook (opened in 2011) exceeded 30,000, and Instagram (opened in 2017), showing an
especially remarkable rate of increase, reached as many as 40,000 followers.
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6-3 IAFRIEEN Publicity Activities
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We publicized the NACT-organized exhibition Koinobori Now! through social media by creating a dedicated Instagram account, taking
advantage of an exhibition space where photography was allowed and encouraging visitors to post. For the Leiko lkemura show, also
organized by NACT, we planned poetry readings and special showing of works exhibited outdoors, creating opportunities for people to interact
freely with contemporary art, and actively responding to requests for interviews with the artist.

For jointly organized exhibitions, in addition to holding press conferences and press previews in cooperation with the co-organizers, we
conducted interviews and photography sessions with the curatorial staff and provided information connected to the public relations of the
museum itself.

We regularly posted the museum’s recommended spots, and more on social media with the hashtag #NACTtips. Notably, the number of
Instagram followers has more than tripled in one year, and we placed highly in various museum rankings.

In November the symposium “Shaping New Museums—Its Role and Development” (see “4-1 Lectures, etc.,” p.51) was held, and the speakers’
remarks were reported in the media, raising important questions about the roles museums ought to play.
