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Summary of Activities April 2021 - March 2022

The National Art Center, Tokyo (NACT) does not maintain a permanent collection, and instead has made the most of one
of Japan’s largest exhibition spaces to hold diverse art exhibitions, as well as collecting and disseminating information and
materials related to art and offering education and public programs for a wide range of age groups, thereby fulfilling its role as
an art center in the international metropolis of Tokyo.

The Tokyo 2020 Olympic and Paralympic Games, postponed since 2020, were held in 2021, with the Olympics taking place
from July 23 to August 8 and the Paralympics from August 24 to September 5. The postponement compelled the Center to
change its schedule of programs as well. In addition, the NACT closed temporarily again from April 24 to June 1, 2021 as a
countermeasure against the COVID-19 pandemic, which still shows no signs of abating.

Under these circumstances, fiscal 2021 was another year of schedule adjustments, with the exhibition Henri Matisse: Forms in
Freedom postponed until the year after next, and Musée d’Orsay Exhibition (provisional title) being canceled.

In the 2021 fiscal year, a total of approximately 970,000 people visited exhibitions (special exhibitions and artist associations’
exhibitions) at the National Art Center, Tokyo.

@Exhibitions

* Artist Associations’ Exhibitions

In fiscal 2021, the Center was slated to serve as the venue for exhibitions organized by 81 artist associations active on a
nationwide scale, but several exhibitions could not be held, or had their periods shortened, due to our temporary closure or at
the request of the artist associations. As a result, 71 groups held exhibitions this fiscal year, and the total number of visitors
was approximately 500,000.

- Jointly Organized Exhibitions

Kashiwa Sato, which opened last fiscal year, was forced to close during Golden Week (the holidays at the end of April and
beginning of May) with 15 days left in its run due to the Center’s temporary closure due to the pandemic. Despite this, the
exhibition, which under the direction of Mr. Sato himself demonstrated new possibilities for exhibitions in the design field,
attracted far more visitors than projected. The ADC Grand Prix and the iF Design Award were also awarded to Mr. Sato and
The National Art Center, Tokyo for the exhibition, and it was highly encouraging that the exhibition earned great acclaim from
the Japanese and international design community.

Fashion in Japan 1945-2020, which was held with the same dates initially planned for last year’s postponed exhibition so as to
coincide with this year’s Tokyo Olympics and Paralympics, was the first exhibition of its kind either inside or outside Japan,
offering an overview of the history of Japanese fashion from the 1920s to the present day. With the cooperation of many
stakeholders, we were also able to enhance the distribution of interviews and lectures on video.

Hideaki Anno Exhibition was a comprehensive survey of the activities of Hideaki Anno, one of Japan’s leading animation
and film directors. The exhibition traced the secrets of Anno’s inspiration and the trajectory of his past, present, and future
creations, including the manga, anime, and tokusatsu (special effects-heavy live action) he has admired since childhood, his
independently produced films, and the TV and film series Neon Genesis Evangelion, which swept the world and set box office
records.

European Masterpieces from The Metropolitan Museum of Art, New York presented 65 gems of art, 46 of which were shown in
Japan for the first time, selected from the collection of the Metropolitan Museum of Art’s Department of European Paintings,
which traces the colorful pageant of Western painting over the 500 years from the 15th-century early Renaissance to the late
19th-century Post-Impressionists. The exhibition also focused on rare and precious examples of works by female artists, and
presented new interpretations of their work. Fortunately timed during a relative Iull in the pandemic, the exhibition was a
valuable opportunity to showcase works from overseas.

Damien Hirst: Cherry Blossoms, rapidly scheduled as a replacement for the canceled Musée d’Orsay Exhibition, was Damien
Hirst’s first major solo show in Japan. It consisted of 24 paintings that the artist specially selected from his latest series,
Cherry Blossoms. It was significant that the exhibition was timed, at Hirst’s request, to coincide with the blooming of Japan’s
cherry trees. The exhibition of large-scale paintings, which made visitors feel surrounded by the sky and the blossoms, had the
unforeseen effect of emotionally liberating those feeling frustrated by the ongoing pandemic.



@Education and Public Programs
Education and public programs were implemented both online and in person, with cautious judgments made as to the
appropriate format, and as a result there were many online programs.

Online, a webinar was held featuring a dialogue between teenage junior high and high school students and fashion designer
Yuima Nakazato, whose work was shown in the Fashion in Japan 1945-2020 exhibition.

During Hideaki Anno Exhibition, we offered the Verbal Imaging Museum Tour with Visually Impaired People and Online Art Appre-
ciation with Avatar Robot “OriHime.”

With the cooperation of family members of persons with disabilities, we intend to continue exploring possibilities for providing
opportunities to those who have difficulty coming to the Center to view exhibitions, which we view as a positive example of
what can only be achieved through online access.

In terms of group and in-person programs, Kids’ Architectural Tour was held for the first time in two years, with visitors exploring
the building in family units. Also, Tuesday at the NACT, in which galleries are opened to students from nearby schools on the
Center’s regular closed day, was implemented during European Masterpieces from The Metropolitan Museum of Art, New York,
and a dialogue-based art appreciation program was offered to schools that requested it. The number of participating schools
and visitors was the largest since the program commenced in FY2017.

Two reports were released online: the third edition of Art-tastic Adventure: The National Art Center, Tokyo Workshop Reports
(March 2017 - December 2021), and Walk, Look, and Discover the NACT: The National Art Center, Tokyo Architectural Tour Re-
ports 2017-2021, the latter summarizing the past five years of architectural tours, which resumed on the occasion of the 10th
anniversary of the Center’s opening.

@ Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services

As in the previous year, the Art Library and Art Library Annex were required to take coronavirus countermeasures such as
closing the reading room and limiting access. On the other hand, we continued making active efforts to acquire Japanese
exhibition catalogues and publications and disseminate them overseas, and this year we were able to proactively promote the
release of information on archival materials.

@ Other

In cooperation with Tokyo University of the Arts and other partners, TURN Tea Party was held in the exhibition gallery as a
summer holiday program for families.

New efforts were made to utilize public spaces, including the display of The Matter of Facts, a large-scale installation by
London-based PAN- PROJECTS, at the information counter, and the display of works by finalists of the Fashion Frontier
Program launched by Yuima Nakazato in the lobby.

As in the previous year, we were fortunately able to obtain logistical support and sponsorship from many companies that
understand the importance of exhibition activities.

This fiscal year, the Tokyo 2020 Olympic and Paralympic Games were held without spectators. In conjunction with the
Olympics and Paralympics, the National Art Center, Tokyo coordinated its exhibition schedule with the Japan Cultural Expo,
presenting exhibitions on design and fashion so as to showcase a diverse range of Japanese culture. At the end of the fiscal
year, we were able to hold the first exhibition of Western paintings on loan from abroad since the pandemic began.
Subsequently, Russia’s unexpected invasion of Ukraine at the end of February made the international transport of works
extremely difficult. It can only be called a stroke of good fortune that Damien Hirst’s works arrived from overseas just prior to
his exhibition. Despite a temporary closure caused by the pandemic, we were pleased to see a gradual increase in the number
of visitors to artists’ association exhibitions, and a higher than projected number of visitors to special exhibitions.

While we have been grappling with coronavirus countermeasures for more than two years, still remaining hopeful that the
pandemic will be brought under control, the invasion of Russia that began at the end of the fiscal year sparked global political
and economic turmoil and had an unprecedentedly severe impact on the art world. At a moment when we are forced to
acknowledge the advent of even more complex and challenging times, we intend to re-examine the need, which remains as
pressing as ever, for the space and time to engage closely which art.

This exhibition, which was postponed for one year due to the COVID-19 pandemic, followed the unique trajectory of Japanese clothing in
post-World War I Japan as seen from both sides: that of designers who transmit culture by creating clothes and ideas, and that of users who
receive it by wearing the clothes and at times create era-defining grassroots fashion movements.

The exhibition showcased Japanese fashion from the wartime and postwar periods to the present day in nine sections, divided according to
decade of the approximately 75 years covered. It began with Japan’s development of its own unique sartorial culture after World War Il, when
Western-style dress became the norm after having been introduced during the country’s Meiji Era (1868-1912) modernization. The final section,
titled Fashions of the Future, examined possibilities for the future of attire in Japan, taking into account the latest trends.

The exhibition offered a comprehensive overview of fashion along with the atmosphere of the times by presenting not only apparel but also
references from newspapers, magazines, advertisements, fashion shows, and other mainstream media of each era. This was the world’s first
large-scale exhibition to unravel the varied threads of modern Japanese fashion history, from the dawn of Western-style fashion in Japan to
the latest avant-garde trends, while providing social and historical context.

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Hideaki Anno (b. 1960) has been recognized since his amateur days for his extraordinary animation skills, and in his early years he worked as
an animator on many prominent films, including Nausicaéa of the Valley of the Wind and Super Dimension Fortress Macross. In 1995 he directed
Neon Genesis Evangelion, which became a world-sweeping phenomenon, and he subsequently became highly active in live-action cinema
as well. With Shin Godzilla (2016) he earned high acclaim for a film that transcended the conventional bounds of tokusatsu (special effects—
heavy live action), and he is a filmmaker who has always challenged himself to break new visual boundaries. The exhibition was composed of
five sections, beginning with CHAPTER 1, Origins: Childhood Enchantment, which presented Anno’s early influences, followed by CHAPTER
2, Obsessions: Obstinate Pursuit, CHAPTER 3, Challenges: Beyond Anime, and CHAPTER 4, Admirations: Rebuilding Legacies, which traced
his creative trajectory in chronological order, and CHAPTER 5, Gratitude: Giving Back, which highlighted Anno’s recent efforts to preserve the
culture of tokusatsu and anime and pass it on to future generations. Since 2015 the NACT has repeatedly presented exhibitions introducing
Japanese manga, anime, video games, and fokusatsu to visitors from Japan and abroad. This is the second time the NACT has featured an
individual animation director, following Exhibition of Shinkai Makoto in 2017.

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The Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York, founded in 1870, possesses a comprehensive collection of cultural artifacts from every corner
of the world, spanning over 5,000 years from prehistoric times to the present day. This exhibition presented 65 great works representing gems
of art selected from the more than 2,500 items in the collection of the Department of European Paintings, which traced the colorful pageant
of Western painting over the 500 years from the 15th-century early Renaissance to the 19th-century Post-Impressionists. The exhibition had
three chronologically ordered sections (1. Devotion and Renaissance, 2. Absolutism and Enlightenment, 3. Revolution and Art for the People).
All of the works on view were extraordinary, exemplifying the characteristics of the greatest painters of each era and offering opportunities
to discover the history of Western painting through a superlative viewing experience for all visitors, from beginners unfamiliar with art to
seasoned art lovers, specialists, and researchers.
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Damien Hirst, Cherry Blossoms
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This exhibition presented 24 works selected by the pre-eminent British artist Damien Hirst from his series of paintings Cherry Blossoms,
which he had been working on for three years. The series, which offers Hirst’s own unique interpretation of Western painting from French
Post-Impressioninsm to American Action Painting, was exhibited for the first time internationally in 2021 at the Fondation Cartier pour I'art
contemporain in Paris.The fantastical world of his brilliantly colored, dynamic landscapes received great acclaim in Paris. Using the Paris
exhibition as a frame of reference, the artist created a dynamic presentation at the National Art Center, Tokyo, selecting works especially for
the NACT’s 2,000-square-meter exhibition space. The exhibition succeeded in introducing a new world of pictorial expression by Hirst, whose
work represents profound explorations of the themes of life and death across a wide range of media throughout his more than 30-year career.
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Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The National Art Center, Tokyo provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and other events.
In fiscal 2021, 81* such exhibitions were held at the NACT, attracting a total of 496,271 visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (March 30,2021 to
April 4, 2022.)

As a countermeasure against the COVID-19 pandemic, the Center temporarily closed from April 25 to June 1, 2021, and four groups’
exhibitions were cancelled (one of which was rescheduled), while five groups’ exhibitions were shortened. In addition, seven groups (including
one that had decided to cancel its exhibition in FY2020) canceled their public open-call exhibitions, and four groups shortened theirs. In
addition, one artist association withdrew from exhibiting for its own reasons.

Building on our experiences from the previous fiscal year, we worked to improve the management of the equipment and facilities provided.

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Other Education and Public Programs
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Educahon and Public Programs

In light of the ongoing pandemic, it was a year of many online programs. While monitoring infection figures on a daily basis, during the program
planning stages we took into consideration the possibility of holding events in person, preparing for both in-person and online formats, and in
the case of face-to-face events, complex approaches were taken in order to carry out operations with as little contact as possible throughout
the event. One notable program was the interactive webinar “YUIMA NAKAZATO FASHION PROGRAM: Thinking About Fashion and the
Future with Teens,” which featured a frank and uninhibited dialogue between teenage junior high and high school students and fashion
designer Yuima Nakazato that was shared with the webinar audience. The kids’ exploration tour, which resumed after an interval of two years
at a time when the number of COVID-19 cases was showing signs of abating, was conducted with a format differing from previous large-
group tours, and instead family units went around the NACT with an exploration map, with each family member given a mission to complete
while touring the Center. During the architectural tour, there was a section when participants could enjoy a Q&A session and communication
with volunteers from NIHON SEKKEI, INC.. It had been a long time since the participants had attended such an event, and their evident great
enjoyment made the organizers keenly aware of the need for such cultural programs. Every effort was made to accommodate school groups
even amid the pandemic through staggered entry times and limitations on the number of visitors. In addition, this fiscal year a program for
people with disabilities was launched. While this is a highly meaningful activity, it is also one that requires sensitivity, and although it is still in
the trial stages, we will continue to explore ways to make it sustainable over the long term.
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Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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During the 2021 fiscal year, as countermeasures against COVID-19 the Art Library (on the 3rd floor) was closed or access was offered
only by advance reservation, and some services were suspended. The Art Library Annex remained closed throughout the fiscal year.
In terms of art-related materials, we continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art exhibition catalogues, as well
as publications on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, with particular emphasis placed on
securing missing issues of serials and catalogues of exhibitions held periodically, including artist association’s exhibitions. Acquisitions
of art exhibition catalogues were generously supported by donated materials from pertinent organizations, museums throughout
Japan, and individuals. These materials were made available to the public in the Art Library on the third floor of the Main Building.
Our program of donating and exchanging exhibition catalogues was continued in fiscal 2021. We sent exhibition catalogues and other printed
matter published by the Center to approximately 400 museums, university libraries and other related institutions in Japan as part of our
catalogue exchange program. As for donations to institutions outside of Japan, we sent catalogues and other materials to 95 institutions,
including shipments from the previous fiscal year that had been postponed due to the pandemic (47 shipments were made the following fiscal
year, in June 2022). We also continued its efforts to improve access from Europe and North America to materials on Japanese art through the
JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which donates catalogues of Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas institutions devoted to the study of
Japanese art.

In terms of archival materials, we newly received donations of materials related to Tokiwa Gallery, to Nobori Shigeyoshi, and to Akiyama
Yutokutaishi’s standing for Tokyo gubernatorial elections, as well as video footage from the exhibition Japon des avant gardes, 1910-
1970. Also, progress was made on efforts to organize archival materials donated or purchased prior to FY2020. This fiscal year, a new page
showcasing archival materials was added to the website, and information on a total of 16 collections of materials, including the ANZAI Photo
Archive and materials related to Yamagishi Nobuo, was made available to the public, along with information on submitting applications for
viewing.

In addition, bibliographic and collection information on exhibition catalogues from art galleries and so forth was retroactively input to the
NACSIS-CAT system (with 2,200 bibliographies newly created). We also continued to work on a project to digitize a part of its collection: two
visual arts materials [2,279 images] and 24 fragile books and magazines [428 images].
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6-2 K—LN—=T &EIJTTH—EX website, SNS
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The official NACT website (https://www.nact.jp) continues to serve as a user-friendly source of information on the Center’s wide-ranging
programs. In fiscal 2015, the NACT website was updated and designed to facilitate access from smart phones and other handheld devices.And
the logos of companies that support the Center and its programs have been introduced on the NACT website.

In addition to the permanent website and special exhibition websites, NACT is keeping pace with recent trends in Internet use by making
the most of social media and other online services. To create a deeper familiarity between the NACT’s Twitter, Facebook, and Instagram
accounts’ followers and the NACT, we have been constantly posting information about exhibitions, recommended spots in the NACT, and
more on the NACT’s SNS accounts. The number of followers for each account has steadily increased. As of April 2022, the number of
Twitter followers was approximately 290,000, the highest of any art venue in Japan, and Instagram showed an especially remarkable rate of
increase,exceeding 110,000 followers.
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6-3 IAFRIEEN Publicity Activities
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Although the Center was temporarily closed and exhibitions were rescheduled due to the pandemic, as in the previous fiscal year, we
continued to seek public understanding of safety in viewing environments by posting information on our website and social media about the
advance reservation system and COVID-19 countermeasures on the premises. For special exhibitions, we cooperated with co-organizers to
hold press previews with sufficient infection control measures, and conducted numerous interviews and photo shoots, including TV, radio, and
live-streaming appearances by our researchers, to publicize exhibitions and raise awareness of the NACT.

As for other public relations initiatives, in addition to responding to interview and photography requests from the mass media and lending out
images, video footage and so forth, we continuously explored new initiatives such as advertisements on social media that highlight our diverse
lineup of exhibitions, actively pursuing dissemination of information about the Center.
